3. REGISTRATION AND DEFEND OF MAS-
TERS DISSERTATIONS.

Master dissertation should show skill of the au-
thor briefly, logically and argued to the state mate-
rial.

Its registration should meet to the following re-
quirements:

-
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- The volume of the dissertation should not ex-
ceed 75 pages of the typewritten text through two
intervals, excepting tables, figures, the list of the used
literature and a table of contents (the form of the
title page of the dissertation is given in the appen-
dix);

- Tabulated and other illustrative materials can
be given in appendices;

- To the manuscript the author’s abstract or sum-
mary in volume in one page of the typewritten text
in which the substantive provisions which are taken
out on defend should be reflected applied;

- The volume of the graphic or illustrative mate-
rial represented on protection, is not limited. The
electronic variant of representation is preferable.

If necessary the additional material can be rep-
resented with use of means of projective engineer-
ing.

The made out work with all applied documents
(the review and a response of the supervisor of stud-
ies) goes to scientific secretary IHEC IUFS not later
than for one week prior to the beginning of work of
certifying commission IHEC. For nonresident com-
petitors sending of a material in an electronic type
(electronic book) is possible.

Defend of Master dissertations will be carried out
after a tentative estimation by experts IHEC IUFS in
agreed periods.

Procedure of defend includes the report of the
competitor of a scientific degree duration of 15 mines,
questions of members IHEC and answers, perfor-
mances/statements of the opponent, the supervisor
of studies, discussion under the submitted disserta-
tion.

Under decision IHEC IUFS in quality Masters dis-
sertations can be accepted the published
monographies and articles in which the new scien-
tific results received by the author are stated. Post-
graduate can use publish their articles IUFS Herald
— Spirit of Time — Scientific Journal for everybody.

The dissertation as the scientific report prepares
the competitor on the basis of research in the ap-
propriate branch of knowledge, prepares, as arule,
on the basis of author’s publications and personal
experience of professional work . It should reflect a
level of the decision of tasks in view and a degree
of erudition in an object of research, and represents
the brief generalized statement of results of the re-
searches carried out by the author and develop-
ment.

The new decisions offered by the author should
be strictly argued and critically appreciated in com-
parison with known decisions.

At a spelling of the dissertation the competitor is
obliged to give the reference to the author and a
source, whence it borrows materials or separate re-
sults. At use in the dissertation of ideas or the devel-
opment belonging to co-authors, collectively with
which scientific works were written, the competitor
is obliged to note it in the dissertation.

Registration should meet to the requirements
showed to works, directed in a seal.
